Title: Conservation of aromatic and medicinal herbs and plants as well as bee-feeding plants

Translation of some important points:

The naturally occurring mentioned plants and herbs occupy significant areas of the domestic
territory, are ecologically valuable, contribute significantly to the biodiversity and play an
important role in the ecosystem. Many of these plants, where they once grew in abundance,
however, are today seriously threatened with extinction; this because of human activities
(tear out with roots, cut during flowering, forest fires, etc.). The Forest Offices have a duty to
protect these plants by issuing a ban of collection (reference to the legal basis). The head of
every regional Forest Office has full authority to enact such bans. We ask the Forest Offices, to
take into consideration the above-mentioned, in order to protect mentioned herbs and plants
in the country.

Comment of SPARTA NATURA:

As the Ministry of Environment unfortunately did not issue a general ban on collecting (only
for the three species clandestina, Euboea, perfoliata L (67-81 MA-A)), the granting of collecting
permits lies solely in the hands of local Forest Office-chiefs. In these compact social
communities it is impossible for them to refuse such permits to relatives or friends, plant
conservation or not.
